• Spaghetti straps
• Vest tops

The consequences of not  
adhering to the dress code: 
Students who refuse to follow the dress code will face disciplinary action, such 
as confiscation of items, being sent home to get changed, or internal/external 
suspension if necessary. The school also reserves the right to ask students to 
modify/change their dress if they do not meet the spirit of the dress code as 
outlined on the following pages.

The aim and rationale of the 
Beal Sixth Form dress code: 
The dress code is designed to ensure students are dressed smartly, professionally 
and in a formal/business style, reflecting the ethos of Beal Sixth Form. It also 
aims to promote a strong, safe school community identity and ensure equity and 
reasonable costs for school clothing. The school offers financial support for the 
purchase of any new items if needed. 

The compulsory and optional 
items of the dress code: 
Students must wear a navy BSF blazer, an ID badge/lanyard, a button through 
shirt or blouse, formal plain dark coloured trousers or skirt, and black shoes or 
plain black trainers. They can also choose to wear a BSF tie, a navy abaya or 
hijab, a navy polo shirt in summer term, or a plain black or navy jumper.
